· consider their own attitudes around drug use, users, dealers and their own use

· become more aware of how their own attitudes, values and opinions impact on how they work with others in the community

· relate this to their own work within the community and their personal lives also

· assess risk, in relation to individual, familial, community and societal harm and drug use
· state the main signs and symptoms of drug use and related first aid practices

· consider the strategic context of the drugs scene in NI and the government response at statutory and voluntary/community levels
