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Rules of “Alternative Highs” Photographic Competition

Please read before entering- especially rule 13!
1. Only residents of the Cookstown and Magherafelt council areas who are aged 18 or under are eligible to enter. (NB The two councils are not involved in the running of this competition, TIPSA is simply using these existing boundaries to identify eligible areas)

2. Those eligible to enter the competition must get the permission of parent / legal guardian as indicated on the entry form.

3. No employees or family members related to employees of TIPSA can enter.
4. Judges decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

5. All entries must be submitted WITH THE ENTRY FORM before midnight on the 30th September 2009.

6. Please send all entries in jpeg format. (ie when the photo has been downloaded and saved to the hard drive its file name ends in “.jpg”)

7.  Maximum of 5 photos per individual entering. (Only one application form required for all, although make sure all photos are included on the form). By signing the entry form as highlighted in point 14 below, you are declaring that you are the owner of the image you are submitting.
8. Any photos showing, or pertaining to show, illegal activity will be forwarded to the PSNI. 

9. The theme is “Alternative Highs” – this is the only guidance TIPSA will provide regards photographic content.

10. All entries are submitted on the understanding that TIPSA will be able to use the images for future publicity purposes without charge, and TIPSA will ensure that the image is appropriately credited to the photographer who took it. Please note that copyright still rests with the owner of the image and that the owner has the right to deny TIPSA further use of the image in future publicity materials. TIPSA will seek permission from the individual who has submitted the picture before using it, since by submitting an image the entrant is declaring that the image is their own work and their own intellectual property.
11. While there is one main prize for an overall winner, a number of recommended photos will be included in the TIPSA 2010 Calendar, which, if funding allows, will be produced and distributed throughout the Mid-Ulster area, again with all relevant photographers receiving a credit on the material.

12. It is also hoped that, if numbers allow, to put on an exhibition of recommended and winning entries in both Cookstown and Magherafelt. Again all entries submitted are on the understanding that TIPSA will be allowed to use these images free of charge with the prior permission of the owner of the image.

13. Photographers are expected to obtain permission from those who appear in the photograph submitted. By ticking the “Permission has been sought and received from those appearing in this photograph, or if under 18 from their parent or guardian, that their image can be included in the competition” you are removing from TIPSA the need to seek the permission for individuals inclusion in the photo and future publicity materials that the photo may be used in. If your photo includes people and this box is NOT ticked, TIPSA will not submit your photograph for judging.
14. By signing the entry form (a typed name is viewed as a signature in this instance) you are agreeing to be bound by the rules regarding the competition. You are also agreeing that you have truthfully provided details of your age, location and that you have sought, and gained the permission of those who appear in your photograph, if applicable. You also absolve TIPSA of having to seek such permissions either in respect of this competition or for future promotional work. TIPSA agrees to contact the photographer via e-mail in advance of their photograph being used in future publicity materials or exhibitions. Furthermore you are acknowledging that the image you have submitted is your work and you have the copyright on that image.
15. At no time should you endanger yourself or others, take any unnecessary risks or infringe any laws when taking your picture.
